 Research Center Library Tours

1.     Research Center tours during installation/de-installation of exhibitions

a. Special Research Center Library tours are offered to visitors as a courtesy free of charge during exhibition installations/de-installations.

b. Tours are coordinated by the Research Center Coordinator and the Education Coordinator.

c. Tours are conducted by Museum docents.

d. Tours are scheduled during the week at 10:30am and 2:00pm excluding weekends, holidays and other days when the Museum and Research Center is closed to the public.

e. Groups of no more than 20 people shall be given a tour at one time; there will be no exceptions.  Visitors wishing to take the tour must sign-in for either the morning or afternoon tour.

f. Visitors should meet at the Museum reception area 10 minutes prior to tour time. Docent will walk visitors to the Research Center.

g. Use of toilets in the Research Center is not permitted.  Docent shall instruct Visitors to use the Museum’s facilities prior to walking to the Research Center.

h. Visitors must leave their bags with Security in the reception area at the Research Center.  Security reserves the right to inspect all personal property brought into the Research Center.

i. Eating, drinking, smoking, photography, and the use of cell phones are prohibited in the Research Center.

j. Admittance to the Research Center Library is allowed only under the supervision of the Docent and Research Center Security Staff.  Admittance to all other Research Center areas is prohibited.

k. Visitors may not touch or handle materials, books, etc. in the Research Center Library or in any other area of the Research Center. Visitors are not permitted to cross roped-off areas. 

l. A security officer will be assigned to your tour to open and close the drawers.

j. Tours will last 45 minutes.

k. One tour per touring time slot only.
